	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	Lesson 1: Introduction to Unit (1/2 week, 1 class period)
Objectives

1.  Students will be able to write a concise paragraph about how the cultural revolution of the Renaissance affected the visual arts.

2.   Students will be able to identify the drawings created by some of the great masters.  (Teacher will decide what works to show class and assess this objective accordingly) 

Access prior knowledge

What are some general characteristics of Renaissance art?  Who are the great masters of art from the Renaissance period?  What are some of the differences between Renaissance art and the art of the Medieval period?

New information/skills

Art History:  Teacher will present several drawings by the masters of the Renaissance (i.e. Sketch book pages of Leonardo da Vinci).  Teacher will reiterate that one of the key differences between renaissance art and medieval art is a heightened sense of realism.  Teacher will explain that the foundation for the creation of all art is a strong ability to draw, which is accomplished through lots of practice.

Brief overview of brain science and creativity

(Students will take notes over main ideas.)

Apply

The teacher will project a drawing done by one of the masters upside down and out of focus.  The students will draw the image and make several modifications as the teacher slowly focuses the picture.  In this way, the teacher is presenting a modern drawing strategy designed by Betty Edwards in her famous book Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain, while simultaneously asking her students to copy from the masters- one of the most traditional ways to study art.

Generalize

Students will understand that the masters of the Renaissance had and excellent ability to draw and that this ability was the foundation for their masterpieces.  Students will understand that drawing is a skill that is learned through practice and not granted to a few talented individuals.

Assessment

Short quiz that asks students to match the drawing to the master and write a paragraph that outlines the main ideas teacher has presented about drawing in regard to the Renaissance

Lessons 2,3,4,5

Objectives

3. Students will create and use a viewfinder in order to isolate pleasing visual compositions from the still life.  Students will apply knowledge of the principles of design when choosing an area to draw.

 Access prior knowledge

What experiences have you had drawing from the still life?  What drawing techniques are do you have experience with?  What do you like to draw?  What is a still life?  Why do artists work from the still life?  What kind of materials have you used when drawing?  Do you think it helps to get feedback about your artwork from your peers?  

 New information/skills

Teacher will model how to make a viewfinder.

Teacher will explain the drawing activity to students.  Teacher will model techniques when necessary.  Teacher will provide a handout to each group explaining techniques previously demonstrated or explained. 

 Apply:  Workbook Component (2.5 weeks, 5 class periods)

Teacher starts each class with a right brain drawing exercise before introducing new information.

Students will do the following exercises in their workbooks working directly from a still life.  There are corresponding handouts for each exercise.  Teacher should have students use both charcoal and pencil during still life drawing exercises.

Assessment:  MYP Portfolio Component (2 weeks, 4 class periods)
- Creation of larger drawing using a grid with smaller matrix

Lesson 6:  Critique (1/2 week, 1 class period)

Objective

6.  Students will discuss their art using correct terminology in a whole group critique, in which their MYP assessments are discussed.

New information/skills

Students already have experience participating in a whole group critique.  Teacher should reiterate critique ground rules so that students understand how to give constructive criticism and not put-downs.

Access prior knowledge

Teacher will ask students to share what they thought was successful about the last critique and what should be avoided for this critique based on previous experience.
Apply
Students will discuss their enlarged pictures using a grid as a whole class.  Students will be required to give thoughtful feedback and use terminology learned throughout the unit.

Generalize

Students should understand that the nature of an art critique is ultimately positive.  It is an opportunity to get feedback in order to improve.  Students should understand that constructive criticism is not the same thing as criticism.

Assessment

Teacher will award participation points using a tracking sheet.
