	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	Lesson 1:  Introduction to Unit (1 class period)
Objectives:

Students will understand what is expected of them during this unit.

Students will review the elements of art and principles of design.

Access prior knowledge

Diagnostics test over elements and principles of design
New information/skills

Teacher will explain that the purpose of the unit is to reacquaint students with the language of art so that they will be able to talk about art in an intelligent manner.  Teacher will also stress the importance of using the principles of design to organize works of art.  After students take the diagnostic test the teacher will review the elements and principles of design using visual examples.

Teacher will explain that students will be working in various groups in order to establish a positive Tribes grouping arrangement in the classroom.

Apply

For this portion of the unit the diagnostic test is the application.

Generalize

Students will understand that a strong understanding of the elements and principles of art is crucial for the understanding of art.

Lesson 2: Combining different principles and elements 

Objective

Students will complete various exercises that ask them to combine different elements and principles.

Students will give and receive feedback from their classmates about their workbook exercises

Students will work with a variety of the classmates in order to establish trial Tribes.

Access prior knowledge

How do the elements and principles of art work together in a piece of art?

What is the difference between an element and principle of art?

New information/skills

Teacher will make explicit the difference between elements and principles in order to ensure that all students understand.  Teacher will present different works of art and explain how the artist has used the elements and principles of design.

Apply

In their groups, students will write an analysis of the use of the principles of design and elements of art in a piece of art.  Each group will receive a different piece of art to analyze.  Students will be asked to analyze the use of specific elements and principles outlined by the teacher.  (How does the artist use line to create a sense of unity?)  Each day the class will start out with an exercise like this using different art and different combinations of elements and principles.  

Students will create drawings in their workbooks that combine the different elements of art and principles of art.  Students will be expected to use color and create a product that is of quality.  Upon the completion of their drawing they will write a one paragraph statement, on the back of the page they made their drawing on, explaining how they used the elements and principles. (Teacher can have students do a combination of drawing from the imagination and working from the still life)

Groups will be different each day the class meets until Trial tribes are established.  At the end of the hour students will be asked to write a brief evaluation of the group they worked with that day.  They will rate how productive, comfortable, and helpful their group experience was.  They will write their evaluation under their paragraph that explains that days drawing exercise.  Students will be sure to list all of their group member’s names.  On the day of the last exercise, the teacher will have students list the names of the people they want to work with.  

Generalize

Students will understand that the elements and principles of art and design work together to create a strong piece of art.  Students will understand that they need to work together to create a strong class.

Lesson 3: MYP Portfolio Project / Classroom Posters
Objective

Students will use specific elements and principles to create an informational classroom poster.

Students will give and receive feedback to their trial Tribe members.

Access prior knowledge

What makes a successful group?  What are the ground rules for working in a group?

New information/skills

Teacher will revisit the Tribe’s agreements and be explicit about what kind of behavior expected of each individual and group.  Students will be placed in their trial Tribes for this portion of the unit.  If there are any problems the teacher will rearrange accordingly.

Apply

Students will create a poster on A4 paper that demonstrates different principles and elements of art.  Student will use informational text about their principles and elements as part of the design. 

Each group will be assigned the same elements and principles, but each student must complete their own A4 sized poster for their MYP portfolios.  

Students will give each other feedback about their designs.

Students will work together to create a large poster using their assigned principles and elements.  They will work together to design the poster.  Posters will be hung around the classroom for use throughout the school year.  They will balance the workload and make sure that the labor is fairly distributed.  They will also actively create realistic roles for themselves in their groups.  Students will be sure to communicate their roles to their other group members and teacher.

Generalize

Students will understand that their group members are helpful resources in which to draw from while working and learning.  Students will understand exactly what is expected of them and their group in relation to Tribes.

Lesson 4: Critique

Objectives:

Students will critique their posters as a class using subject specific terminology.

Students will critique their new Tribe giving specific reasons to support positive feelings or doubts they may have about their group members. 

Access prior knowledge

How do you talk about art?  What is a critique?  What is the difference between constructive criticism and criticism?  Why do artists critique their work?

New information/skills

Teacher will explain ground rules of critique and model how the students should participate in critique.

Apply

Students will talk about their posters as a class using subject specific terminology.  The teacher will lead the discussion.

Generalize

Students will understand that critique is an important part of their academic growth

in Art.  Students will understand the rules of critique and the difference between constructive criticism and criticism.

Assessment
