	Lesson 1:  Lecture over Symbolism and Expressionism (2 day)

Objective:   Students will apply Symbolist and Expressionist concepts to their artwork assignment.

Access prior knowledge:  What do you know about the industrial revolution?


What significant changes did the industrial revolution bring about?


How do you think these changes affected society in general?


How do you think these changes affected art?

New Information/skills: (declarative:  organize/procedural:  practice)
New Information about art movements

Lesson 2:  Introduction to Portraiture (3 days)

Objective:  Students will apply accurate proportions to portraits done of classmates
New Information/skills: (declarative:  organize/procedural:  practice)

Students will copy portrait proportions into workbook and watch portraiture demonstration

Apply:  (If declarative, use one of the reasoning skill ideas; if procedural, practice in new situations)

Students will apply new knowledge to their own portrait 

Lesson 3:  Painting Portraits (2-3 days)

Objective:   Students will apply a variety of painting techniques to create a symbolic, expressive portrait.
