	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	Lesson 1:  Introduction to Unit

Objectives

Students will be able to write a paragraph about the complex relationship between Matisse and Picasso.

Students will understand what is expected of them during the course of the unit.

Access prior knowledge

When you think of Modern Art what artists come to mind?  Do you think that it is possible to be friends and enemies with someone simultaneously? 

New information/skills

Teacher will present students with art historical information about the complex relationship between Picasso and Matisse.

Apply

Students will read an article that traces the rivalry and friendship of Picasso and Matisse through their art.  

Students will answer questions about the article in their Tribes.
Generalize

Students will understand that the rivalry and friendship between Matisse and Picasso had a big impact on their careers and success.  Students will understand that these giants of Modern Art were successful partially due to their interesting and unique relationship.

Lesson 2:  Cut Paper Art in the style of Matisse

Objective

Students will create a cut paper piece of art in the style of Matisse.

Students will create a 5-step color value scale.

Students will be able to identify the works of Matisse presented in class.

Access prior knowledge

What can you tell me about the work of Matisse?  What element of art is Matisse most known for using? What type of art did Matisse create later on in his career?  What personal circumstances inspired Matisse to create cut paper art?

New information/skills

Teacher will present class with several pieces of art by Matisse.  Teacher will explain the characteristics that Matisse’s work has in common, namely color.  Teacher will show the class the cut paper art pieces created by Matisse late in his career.  Teacher will explain that Matisse was ill and bedridden and his cut paper art came from the limiting circumstances created by his illness.

Teacher will show the class a color value scale and explain how to make one.

Teacher will explain the Matisse inspired project breaking it up into easily understood steps.

Apply

Students will generate designs based on the cut paper work of Matisse.  Specifically they will focus on pattern, while keeping in mind all of the elements and principles of art.  They will come up with different color schemes based on generalizations that they can make about Matisse’s use of color. 

Students will create a cut paper piece of art inspired by the work of Matisse and based on their workbook designs.  They will create a value color scale on five separate pieces of paper.  They may choose the colors they use.  This color scale will be cut into shapes based on the student’s designs.  Students must use all of their color scale shades, but can mix and match different colors left over from their classmates. 

Students will write a one-paragraph statement about how they employed the techniques and ideas of Matisse to create a unique piece of artwork.

Students will offer their Tribe members feedback throughout this entire process.

Generalize

Students will understand that Matisse is just as important to art as Picasso.  Students will understand that Matisse is known best for his use of color.  Students will understand that color can have a value scale.

Assessment

Lesson 3:  Cubist Still Life in the Style of Picasso

Objectives

Students will understand the underlying principles behind Cubism.

Students will be able to identify some of the works of Picasso.

Students will create a Cubist work of art using a still life.

Access prior knowledge

What can you tell me about Picasso?  What is Cubism?  Where does Cubism get its name?

What is the fourth dimension in art?

New information/skills

Teacher will show the class different examples of Picasso’s work.  Teacher will explain that Picasso’s career spanned decades and artistic styles.  Teacher will explain that Picasso is perhaps best known for Cubism.  Teacher will explain the underlying concepts of Cubism (showing objects in different positions in the same picture plane to express the fourth dimension of time / scientific research about the eye that was popular during the Cubist movement).  

Apply

Students will use the still life to create three Cubist compositions in their workbooks.  They will do this initially by setting up a small three-object still life in each group.  They will make line drawings of the objects they see and then switch positions and make another line drawing directly over the top of their previous one.  This generic procedure will demonstrate the underlying concepts of Cubism (showing objects in different positions in the same picture plane to express the fourth dimension of time / scientific research about the eye that was popular during the Cubist movement).  

Once this portion of their composition is complete they will have a mess of lines and shapes.  They need to organize their compositions using the principles of design, especially emphasis and movement.  

They will use a limited palate to color designs.  They will design their palate based on generalizations that they can make about the colors Picasso used during his Cubist phase. 

Once students are comfortable with the underlying premises of Cubism, they may create their own procedure for creating a Cubist still life.  

Once students complete the workbook portion of the project they will make a final Cubist piece of art on A3 paper.  

They will use either the generic procedure previously described or their own procedure that embodies the concepts behind Cubism.  They will use the principles of design to organize their work and a color scheme based on the work of Picasso.  

They will include a one-paragraph statement about how their work is Cubist.

Students will give feedback to one another in their Tribes throughout this entire process.

Generalize

Students will understand the underlying principles of Cubism.  Students will understand that Picasso had a long career that spanned decades and different artistic styles.

Lesson 4:  Contrast and Comparison of Matisse and Picasso

Objective

Students will identify similarities and differences between the works of Picasso and Matisse.

Access prior knowledge

What can you tell me about the works of Picasso and Matisse?

New information/skills

Teacher will explain that Picasso is known for form and Matisse is known for color.

Apply

Students will discuss the forms and colors used by Matisse and Picasso.  They will work in their groups to come up with similarities and differences between Picasso and Matisse’s use of form and color. 

Teacher will quiz students by asking them to identify the artist of several pieces of art by Picasso and Matisse. 

Generalize

Students will understand that Picasso is known for his forms while Matisse is known for his use of color.

Lesson 5:  Critique

Objective

Students will discuss their art in a group using subject specific terminology.

Access prior knowledge

What are the ground rules for critique?

New information/skills

Students have experience in critique.

Students will discuss their art using subject specific terminology.

Students will understand that critique is a valuable part of the artistic process.  Students will understand the difference between criticism and constructive criticism.
