	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	Lesson 1:  Introduction to Unit

Objective

Students will be able to write a paragraph explaining the principles behind Photorealism.

Access prior knowledge

What is Photorealism?  Who is Chuck Close?

New information/skills

Teacher will present students with information about the underlying principles of Photorealism.  Teacher will show students several portraits done by Chuck Close.

Apply

Students will go to the library to conduct an investigation within their Tribes.  They will use books and the Internet to find works of art created by the Photorealists.  They will select three different pieces of Photorealism art and write a group analysis of the work.

While students are working the teacher will pull them aside one by one to take a picture of them for the MYP project.

Generalize

Students will understand that Photorealism is hyperrealistic art created with the use of cameras and grid techniques or projector.

Assessment

Lesson:  Using the Grid

Objective

Students will use a grid to create a hyperrealistic portrait of themselves.

Access prior knowledge

How long have artists been using the grid to create art?

New information/skills

Students have experience with the grid from last year, but will need to have the basics explained to them again.

Apply

Workbook Component (1.5 weeks, 3 class periods)

-Students will create a picture of themselves using a grid. The workbook portrait will be the same size as the picture Students will already 


have experience doing this from the previous year, but need practice.        

-Students must shade their workbook pictures by transferring color values into different shades of gray.

MYP Portfolio Component (2 weeks, 4 class periods)

-Students will create a hyper-realistic portrait of themselves in the style of Chuck Close using a picture taken by the teacher and a grid.  

-Portrait will be enlarged from the photograph.

-Students will work on A4 size paper and use only pencil.  Student will be careful to include a full range of value.

-Students need to include a concise paragraph about the principles of Photorealism and how their work relates to Photorealism.

Students will provide feedback to their Tribe members throughout the course of this unit.

Notes:  

If students do not want to do a portrait of themselves they may switch photographs with other classmates or bring in a different picture of a family member that is the same size as the pictures provided by the school.

Teacher may want to use a projector for the enlarged MYP portfolio project.

Generalize

Students will know that they need to make careful visual observations when transferring visual information from the matrix to the grid.
