	Lesson 1:  Introduction to Unit

Objective

Students will understand what is expected of them during this unit.

Students will be able to write a paragraph about the underlying concepts of Pop Art.

Students will be able to identify the work of Andy Warhol and Roy Lichtenstein.

Access prior knowledge

What is Pop Art?

Who are Andy Warhol and Roy Lichtenstein?

What is low art?  What is high art?

New information/skills

Teacher will give an overview of what to expect for the duration of the unit.  Teacher will explain rubrics for grading.  Teacher will present information about the underlying ideas behind Pop Art and the careers of Andy Warhol and Roy Lichtenstein.

Apply

Students will go to the library and use books and the Internet to conduct an investigation about the works of Warhol and Lichtenstein.  They will select three pieces of art and write an analysis for each in their Tribes.

Generalize

Students will understand that Pop Art elevated low art to high art.

Assessment

Lesson 2: Making Images Pop

Objective

In their workbooks, students will take images from mainstream society and elevate them to high art.

Access prior knowledge

How did Warhol and Lichtenstein turn low art into high art?

New information/skills

Teacher will explain the workbook assignment to students and answer any questions they may have.

Apply

-Students will take a common cartoon image and isolate it.  They will enlarge an area of their comic and recreate it using line and benday dots to create tone.  They will use limited color based on generalizations they can make about the work of Lichtenstein.

-Students will create a clean design based on a consumer product.  This will be based on the coke cans created by Warhol.  The color scheme will be based on generalizations students can make about Warhol’s use of color.

-Students will create a stylized portrait of a pop icon based on Warhol’s portraits of famous people.  Their color choices will be based on generalizations they can make about Warhol’s use of color.

- Students will give and receive feedback from their Tribe members throughout this entire process.

Generalize

Students will understand that low art is commercial art and that to turn it into Pop Art they need to treat it as though it were fine art.

Assessment

Lesson 3:  MYP Portfolio Component

Objective

Students will create a finished work of art for their MYP portfolio.

Access prior knowledge

How did you turn low art into high art for your workbook assignment?

New information/skills

Teacher will explain the requirements for the MYP portfolio assignment.

Apply

-Students will take a contemporary image from mainstream consumer society and elevate it to fine art.

-Students will use their choice of the Lichtenstein’s benday dots, Warhol’s clean, stylized compositions and color schemes, or a combination of the two.  Students may come up with their own approach if it is inline with the underlying principles of Pop Art.

-Students will paint compositions on A3 paper

-Students will include a one-paragraph statement about how their work relates to Pop Art and what they are trying to communicate.

Lesson 4:  Critique

Objective
