	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	Lesson 1: Introduction to Unit (2 class period)

Objective

Students will be able to create portraits using ideal proportions

Students will able to write a paragraph about how the artists of the Renaissance created portraits

Access prior knowledge

New information/skills

Art History:  Show Leonardo da Vinci’s Vitruvius Man and talk about how Renaissance artists strove to create a perfect set of proportions in their art.

Presentation of the facial proportions
Apply

Students will complete a guided practice along with the teacher

Students will practice independently in their workbooks.  They will create three portraits from their imagination.

Generalize

Students will understand that Renaissance artists used ideal proportions to express the intrinsic worth of mankind.  Students will understand that the eyes are in the middle of the head.  Students will understand that the bottom of the nose is exactly between the eyes and chin.  Students will understand that the center of the lips is exactly in-between the bottom of the nose and chin.

Assessment


Students will write a paragraph at the end of the unit that explains how the artists of the Renaissance created portraits.

Lesson 2:  Drawing a Portrait from life (2 days)

Objective

Students will draw their group members using ideal proportions and direct observation.

Access prior knowledge

What are the proportions of the face?  How do you create a good likeness of a person?

New information/skills

Teacher will explain that to create a good likeness of someone it is important to draw from direct observation instead of assumptions.

Apply

Students will draw their group members using ideal proportions and shading.

Students will give each other feedback about their drawings.

Generalize

Students will understand that they need to pay close attention to details when drawing and work from observations not assumptions.

Lesson 3:  Self Portraiture (1 class period)

Objective

Students will create self-portraits using ideal proportions and shading.

Access prior knowledge

Where are the eyes in regard to the rest of the face?  How do you create a good likeness of someone?

New information/skills

Students will get more practice drawing portraits using themselves as a model. Teacher will let students know that often times when people start drawing self-portraits often times they exaggerate features that they may feel insecure about.  Because of this, the teacher should remind students to draw from observation and not assumptions.

Apply

Students will create a self-portrait using ideal proportions and observation.  They will be shade their portraits.

Generalize

Students will understand that often times when creating a self portrait people exaggerate features that they are insecure about. Because of this, they need to extra careful to draw from observation.

Lesson 4:  Creating a mixed media portrait (3 class periods)

Objective

Students will create a mixed media portrait using ideal proportions.

Access prior knowledge

What is mixed media?

New information/skills

Teacher will explain what mixed media is and show several examples.

Apply

Day 1:  Students will create portraits using chalk and glue

Day 2:  Students will collage magazine paper onto portrait

Day 3:  Students will add details with acrylic paint

Students will offer their tribe members feedback throughout this process.

Generalize

Students will understand that mixed media means that there are several different types of media used for the same piece of art.
