	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	Lesson 1:  Introduction to Unit

Objective:

Students will understand what is expected of them during this unit.

Students will select a theme as a class for their art projects.

Students will be able to write a paragraph about how the artists of the Renaissance looked to ancient Greece for artistic inspiration.

Students will understand how a revival of classicism shaped Renaissance culture.

Access prior knowledge:

What civilization had the biggest influence on the cultural revolution that took place during Renaissance.

New information/skills:

Teacher will present Donatello’s St. George Slaying the Dragon.  Teacher will use this piece of art to introduce the concept of classicism during the Renaissance.  Teacher will give several examples of other instances where Renaissance society borrowed from ancient Greece.  

Apply:

Students will take notes over information given.  Teacher will return to Donatello’s St. George Slaying the Dragon and explain how Donatello narrated the story of St. George slaying the dragon though visual imagery.  This will be a jump off point for selecting a theme for the relief sculptures created in their Tribes.  Ideally, students will select a theme that lends itself to visual narration.  (For example:  Students could narrate a joke, fairytale, historical period, song etc)  Once students select a topic they will work independently in their workbooks to generate ideas for their group project.  Once individual sketches are completed students will share their ideas in their groups and come up with a consensus regarding their design for their project. 

Generalize:

Students will understand that the Renaissance owed many of its advancements to ancient Greece.

Assessment:

Students will write a paragraph at the end of the unit that explains the main art history ideas presented in class.  Rubric A

Lesson 2:  Papier-mâché Techniques

Objectives

Students will be able to prepare a piece of cardboard, using papier-mâché techniques, for the base of their sculptures.

Students will be able to use papier-mâché techniques to create a low relief sculpture.

Access prior knowledge

Have you ever used papier-mâché to create a sculpture?  Who can tell me what papier-mâché is?

New information/skills

Teacher will demonstrate papier-mâché techniques for the preparation of the base of the sculpture.  Teacher will demonstrate how to use papier-mâché to create a relief sculpture.

Apply

Step 1:  Students will work together in their groups to create the base for their sculpture.

Step 2:  Students will transfer their designs to the base of their sculptures using markers.  Students will work together to create the low relief portion of their sculpture.

Step 3:  Students will work together to paint their sculptures.

Generalize

Students will understand the basics of papier-mâché.

Lesson 3:  Classroom Critique

Objectives

Students will discuss their art using principle of design terms as a whole group.  

Students will discuss how clearly their art communicates ideas and concepts as a whole group.

Access prior knowledge

How do you talk about art?  What are the ground rules for critique?

New information/skills

Teacher will explain the rules of critique and model how to talk about art.

Apply

Students will participate in a group discussion about their art.  The teacher will lead the critique.

Generalize

Students will understand that critique is a long-standing tradition in art.  Students will understand that the purpose of a critique is to improve though constructive criticism not put-downs.
