	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	Lesson 1:  Introduction to Unit (1 week, 2 class periods)

Objectives:

Students will understand what is expected of them for the duration of this unit.

Students will select a topic, divide and delegate work within their groups.

Students will understand overarching cultural themes during the Renaissance period.

Students will understand library expectations - their behaviour with demonstrate their understanding.

Students will understand what plagiarism is.

Access prior knowledge:

What do you know about the Renaissance? Using the Library? What is plagiarism?

New information/skills: 

-Art History:  Brief overview over major themes of the Renaissance

-Library for sources, books and Internet (Librarian should give an overview about how to use library resources and library expections.)
Apply:

-Tribes will select one artist (approved by the teacher) of the Renaissance to research 

-Tribes will divide information among Tribe members according to the Areas of Interaction

Generalize:

Students will have a clear idea about what is expected of them for the duration of the unit.  Students will be able to organize work duties within their Tribes.  Students will understand how to use the library.

Lesson 2:  Creating and Outline around a Thesis, Paraphrasing and Summarizing

Objective:

-Students will create a thesis using an Area of Interation
-Students will create an outline to organize their research.

-Students will use the strategies of paraphrasing and summarizing to avoid plagiarism.

Access prior knowledge:

How do you create an outline?  What is a Thesis Statement?  How do you paraphrase and summarize?  How do you avoid plagiarism?

New information/skills: 

-How to use the areas of interaction to create a thesis

-How to write an outline for a 5-paragraph essay

-How to summarize and paraphrase

Apply:

-Students will generate a thesis statement according to the area of interaction of their choice.
-Students will create an outline.

Generalize:

Students will understand that summarizing and paraphrasing information are good strategies to avoid plagiarism.  Students will understand that using a question is a good way to formulate a thesis statement.  Students will understand that an outline for a 5-paragraph essay has 5 parts that support a thesis statement.

Lesson 3:  Research & Citation

Objective:

-Students will create a document of notes in their workbooks using the strategies of paraphrasing and summarizing to avoid plagiarism.

-Students will organize their information according to their outline and Area of Interaction. 
-Students will create a source list using MLA format

Access prior knowledge:

What are good research strategies?  How can we create research notes while simultaneously avoiding plagiarism? What is MLA citation?

New information/skills: 

-How to cite sources using MLA

-Note taking strategies

Apply:

-Students will use note-taking strategies that include summarizing and plagiarism given to them by the teacher.

-Students will collect information and organize it according to the Areas of Interaction and outline.

-Students will create a source list using MLA format while taking notes.

Generalize:

Students will understand that summarizing and paraphrasing information are good strategies to avoid plagiarism.  Students will understand that knowing what to look for during the research process saves them time.  Students will understand citing information during the research process keeps them organized and saves them time in the long run.

Lesson 4:  Writing and Proofreading a Rough Draft

Objectives

Students will create a rough draft of their 5- paragraph essay that includes in text citation.

Students will proofread their group member’s essays and give specific feedback regarding content, organization, and grammar.

Access prior knowledge

What does it take to write a good essay?  How is feedback helpful in this process?

New Information Skills

Teacher will provide students with specific things to be aware of while writing and proofreading.  Teacher will provide a list of symbols to use while proofreading and making changes to essays.

Apply

Students will write a rough draft to be proof read by their Tribe members.

Generalize

Students will understand that feedback on their writing creates a better outcome.  Students will understand that good feedback is specific and honest.  Students will understand that writing is a process that requires several revisions.

Assessment


Students will create a five-paragraph essay that includes three sources in MLA format.
Lesson 5:  Creating an Informational Poster

Objectives

Students will use the principles of design to create an informational poster in their groups.

Access prior knowledge

How can we use the principles of design to present information?

New Information Skills

Teacher will present basic concepts graphic designers use when designing a flyer or advertisement.

Apply

Students will synthesize their information collected individually into one group poster that highlights their artist. Students will visually organize their information using the principles of design. Posters will be displayed for the rest of the year so that students can constantly reference them while working and learning additional information about the Renaissance.

Generalize

Students will understand that the principles of design apply to more than just traditional works of art.

Lesson 6:  Public Speaking & Presentations 

Objectives:

Students will create an outline for their presentation that includes an introduction, Areas of Interaction, and time frame for each part of presentation.

Access prior knowledge

What qualities are present in a good presentation?

New Information Skills

Teacher will present students with basic strategies for public speaking

Apply

Students will create their outline for their presentation in their groups and practice.

Generalize

Students will understand that good speakers organize their information in logical ways that are clear to understand.  Students will understand that good speakers speak clearly, slowly, involve their audience and make eye contact.  Students will understand that speakers use note cards with brief cues to keep their presentations on track.  Students will understand that when they are presenting in their groups they need to pay attention to the person speaking as to not distract the audience.
