	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	¨Lessons¨ are not necessarily one class period each, but reflect the various times when the teacher will introduce new information to the class.  Much of the time between specific lessons will be spent applying this new information and assessing progress so far to see if changes need to be made (on both the teacher an the students’ part).

Lesson 1-Introduction to Perspective-1 class period

Objective:

Students will learn basic vocabulary relating to perspective and will look at famous works of art and photographic examples that show perspective.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will assess prior knowledge by asking students about different works of art and if they can describe the perspective in them.

New Information:

Teacher will present a power point of vocabulary and pictures.  Students will take notes on the vocabulary and analyze the perspective in the paintings.

Assessment:

Oral assessment as students answer questions about perspective.

Teacher will also assess students by grading their notes for accuracy at a later date.  This grade will be part of their classwork grade.

Lesson 2-Drawing Cubes in One-Point Perspective-1 class period

Objective:

Students will be able to draw cubes accurately using one-point perspective.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will ask students what previous experience they have with drawing in perspective.

New Information:

Teacher will demonstrate how to draw a horizon line with a vanishing point and how to add cubes both above and below the horizon line.

Application:

Students will work in their sketchbooks to create at least 5 cubes that are in correct one-point perspective.

Assessment:
Cubes will be graded on accuracy and craftsmanship.

Lesson 3-Draw a room in One-Point Perspective-2 class periods

Objective:

Students will be able to draw a basic room accurately using one-point perspective.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will pay close attention to the cube activity to see which students struggled and may need more help in drawing their rooms.

New Information:

Teacher will demonstrate how to draw a basic room in one-point perspective using a ruler and a pencil.

Application:
Students will create a room in their sketchbook that has at least one door and two windows.  They should add at least three pieces of furniture to their room.

Assessment:

Rooms will be graded on accuracy, detail, and craftsmanship.

Lesson 4-Clay House Drawings-2 class periods

Objective:

Students will create a drawing of an imaginary house that represents their personalities.

Prior Knowledge:

The ability level after the previous introductory activities will be taken into account when the teacher is demonstrating new information to the students.

New Information:

Teacher will provide an example drawing and explain to students what the rubric requires.

Application:

In their sketchbooks, students will create a drawing of a whimsical house.  They will make sure to include one thing on their house that represents their personalities and they will color their house in.

Assessment:

House drawing will be graded on craftsmanship of drawing, of coloring and on inclusion of a symbolic image.

Lesson 5- Clay House Paper Model-2-3 class periods

Objective:

Students will create a three-dimensional paper model of their house using cartulina.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will relate construction of the house to a math unit students have done that involved making cubes. 

New Information:

Teacher will demonstrate what size the house should be and how to build different parts of the house using paper and masking tape. She will also provide an example house for students to examine.

Application:

Students will create a model of their house using paper.

Assessment:

Teacher will circulate in the room and help students who are struggling.  She will take notice of those who are having difficulty and re-explain techniques as needed.

Lesson 6- Clay House Building-3-4 class periods

Objective:

Students will create a three-dimensional clay house.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will relate construction of the house to the model students made with paper.  She will give extra help to those students who struggled in the last step. 

New Information:

Teacher will demonstrate how to use the slab technique to create a house.  She will emphasize creation of slab parts first (including adding details and texture), then she will demonstrate assembly of slab pieces.

Application:

Students will create a whimsical house using clay.

Assessment:

Teacher will circulate in the room and help students who are struggling.  She will take notice of those who are having difficulty and re-explain techniques as needed.

Lesson 7- Clay House Painting-3-4 class periods

Objective:

Students will decorate their house using acrylic paints.

Prior Knowledge:

Students used watercolor paints earlier in the year so teacher will keep in mind what techniques apply to both types of paint.  She will also ask students what their previous experiences with acrylics are. 

New Information:

Teacher will demonstrate how to decorate a clay house using paints and very small brushes.  She will emphasize painting large areas first and then adding smaller details.  She will remind students not to put paint on too thick or it may peel off.

Application:

Students will use acrylic paints to decorate their clay houses.

Assessment:

Final houses will be assessed using the attached rubric for criterion B.  Students will also reflect on the process by answering questions in their sketchbook for criterion C.  They will be quizzed on basic perspective information for criterion A.
