	Steps in the Lesson (Objective, Access prior knowledge, New information/skills, Apply, Generalize, Assessment)


	¨Lessons¨ are not necessarily one class period each, but reflect the various times when the teacher will introduce new information to the class.  Much of the time between specific lessons will be spent applying this new information and assessing progress so far to see if changes need to be made (on both the teacher an the students’ part).

Lesson 1-Introduction to Facial Proportion-1 class period

Objective:

Students will learn take notes on facial proportion and will practice drawing faces using this new knowledge.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will assess prior knowledge by asking students what they have learned in the past regarding facial proportion.

New Information:

Teacher will use a poster to explain and show students how to divide the human face up and draw eyes, nose, mouth, etc on that face.

Application:

Students will work in their sketchbooks to draw a classmate in proportion.

Assessment:

Teacher will visually assess participation by walking around the room to check on the students as they take notes and practice.  She will help students who are strugglinlg.

Teacher will also assess students by grading their notes for accuracy at a later date.  This grade will be part of their classwork grade.

Lesson 2-Introduction to Realism-1/2 class period

Objective:

Students will learn about Realism, Photorealism, and Hyperrealism.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will assess prior knowledge by asking students if they have heard of any of these art movements and what they know about them.

New Information:

Teacher will use books checked out from the library and a power point to show students examples of realism, assisting in the class discussion regarding the artwork.

Assessment:

Teacher will assess participation by keeping track of who participates in the discussion.

Lesson 3-Introduction to Cubism-1/2 class period

Objective:

Students will learn about Cubism, including artists such as Picasso.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will assess prior knowledge by asking students if they have heard of Cubism and what they know about it.

New Information:

Teacher will use books checked out from the library and a power point to show students examples of Cubism, assisting in the class discussion regarding the artwork.

Assessment:

Teacher will assess participation by keeping track of who participates in the discussion.

Lesson 4-Portrait Project-3-4 class period

Objective:

Students will use what they have learned about facial proportion, Realism and Cubism to create a final project.

Prior Knowledge:

Teacher will be aware of the prior knowledge students have from their participation in previous class periods.

New Information:

Teacher will explain the project and provide the rubric so that students understand what is expected of them.

Application:

Students will use the information they have learned in class to draw a portrait in proportion as realistically as they possibly can. The portrait will be done in pencil on A4 drawing paper.

After they finish drawing the portrait they will have two choices.


REALISM

1. The first choice is to shade the portrait as realistically as possible. The teacher will have books about shading that students can look at in class and blending sticks for them to use.

CUBISM

2. The second choice is to finish the portrait in the Cubist style (similar to Pablo Picasso). For this choice students will paint the portrait with acrylic paints, let it dry, cut it up, and glue it back together.
Assessment:
